This event is open to young people aged 14-18 based in Europe, and their accompanying teachers and youth group leaders. Young
people aged 18-26 are encouraged to participate as mentors.

There is an opportunity to receive a Silver certificate by attending all the sessions in Bronze, in addition to another Q&A session and
workshop. Students that attend all the activities in Bronze and Silver plus another workshop and Q&A session will receive a Gold

certificate.



There is an evening of entertainment planned for Friday through our ‘Open Mic & Talent Show’. Students may observe or sign up to
sing, dance, share a poem or other talent. There are also ‘Mindfulness and Wellbeing' activities scheduled on Wednesday and
Thursday. These activities are optional and will not count towards the certificate of participation, but we encourage students to
attend because they are fun!

Q How will students access the sessions?
Students do not need to access sessions at school or in their youth group, but we recommend providing this option where possible for
students that do not have access to a device or the internet at home.

Students will need to register using their own email address and require access to a microphone and webcam for the family group
sessions and workshops. Please note that if students are accessing the sessions as a school/youth group, they will need headphones
because they will attend different sessions to their peers.

If your school or youth group is unable to open its computer suite after school or over the weekend, please get in touch with your local
PeacelJam Coordinator or contact europe@peacejam.org to explore alternative solutions.

Q How much does it cost to attend?

There is an early bird fee of €15 available until Friday 16 October which increases to €25 thereafter. Teachers, youth group leaders,
mentors, volunteers and presenters attend for free. Payments must be made by Friday 6 November, otherwise your registration will
be cancelled in order to enable someone on our waiting list to attend.

We have a limited number of bursaries available to support access. This can mean supporting:

e Venue/ computer suite hire at: schools, libraries, community centres, Universities etc
